MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD AT ALDWARK MANOR HOTEL

16/01  MINUTES
The minutes of the meeting held on 17 November 2015 were agreed as a correct record with the amendment of NYCC for HDC in item 15/91(b).

16/02  MATTERS ARISING
(a)  No progress on the community infrastructure levy.

(b) The dog issue at Home Farm, Aldwark, seemed to have been resolved.

16/03  NEIGHBOURHOOD DEVELOPMENT PLAN
Awaiting the publication of the HDC Wider Plan before any further discussion but members did not feel that a neighbourhood plan was appropriate for our parishes.
16/04  SPEEDING IN FLAWITH
JT had recently had a further meeting with Sgt Hunter when he had asked for a new speed survey to be carried out  -  currently awaiting a response.  Various ways of addressing the speeding problem had been discussed (wheelie bin stickers, parking a vehicle to act as a chicane) but it was felt the community speeding initiative, shortly to be launched within North Yorkshire, might be the most appropriate.  JT was also going to look into the costs of hiring a speed matrix sign.
16/05 AUTOMATED EXTERNAL DEFIBRILLATOR
AF reported on 2 defibrillator purchase schemes which were available – through the Ambulance Service, £1,699 inc VAT, or through the British Heart Foundation  £1,695 + VAT but with an initial payment of £700 + VAT for a temporary device followed 2 years later by a payment of £995 + VAT for a new device with an 8 year warranty, also including training for up to 30 residents.  It was agreed the British Heart Foundation appeared to be the most suitable scheme as it allowed time for fund raising within the village.  Two potential sites had been identified (outside wall of the Aldwark Arms or the village phone box) and AF was asked to initially request a site survey to determine which would be the most appropriate.  It was agreed the 3 Aldwark Councillors could then make a decision on how to proceed.  CS to contact Peter Sowray for a donation towards the cost from his allocated funding.
16/06  CHANGES TO THE EXTERNAL AUDIT REGIME
It was unanimously agreed to remain automatically opted-in to the new Sector Led Body audit regime.

16/07  PETITION TO GIVE LOCAL COUNCILS THE RIGHT TO APPEAL PLANNING DECISIONS
It was unanimously agreed to support the above petition.

16/08  THE QUEEN’S 90th BIRTHDAY CELEBRATIONS
AF had spoken to the Aldwark Arms about the possibility of a bonfire to celebrate on 9 June but the adjacent land was unavailable and there was no alternative site.  The purchase of commemorative medals was discussed but not felt an appropriate use of funds.

16/09  PLANNING APPLICATIONS
(a) 15/02435/MBN  Notification for prior approval for proposed change of use of agricultural building to dwelling house, and associated operational development  Barn to the Rear of Auburn Hill, Flawith  -  no objections.
(b) 15/02715/FUL  Home Farm Aldwark  -  Construction of replacement building for the housing of livestock  -  after consultation between councillors and neighbours a detailed response had been submitted to HDC recommending that any consent be conditional upon adequate measures being incorporated to attenuate noise from farm machinery and livestock and measures to deal with waste and effluent arising from the proposed use.
(c) 16/00167/MRC  Land Adjacent The Cottages, Aldwark – variation of conditions attached to planning consent 15/00694/FUL, Construction of 3 dwelling houses and associated garages – no objections.
(d) 16/00169/MRC  Rising Sun Farm, Aldwark – variation of condition 9 of planning consent 04/01520/FUL, Alterations to existing agricultural buildings to form 4 holiday cottages with associated facilities including swimming pool  -  no objections.
(e) 16/00584/TPO  Works to trees covered by Tree Preservation Order, Fold House, Aldwark  -  no objections.
(f) 16/005/20/FUL, new dwelling with access OS field 7556, Aldwark  -  a detailed letter from neighbour Brian Warris (Beech Tree House) was read out to the meeting expressing concerns regarding serious drainage issues on the proposed site and the effect on lower, neighbouring properties if effective measures were not taken.  The Chairman had also received similar comments from another neighbour.   It was agreed the Council response should recommend any approval be conditional on these drainage issues being thoroughly investigated and resolved prior to any building work taking place.
(g) 16/00615/FUL, Beech House, Aldwark, Single storey extension to form orangery and utility space, internal and external alterations to dwelling – no objections.
16/10  HDC PLANNING DECISIONS AND APPEALS
(a) 15/02631/CAT, Beech House Aldwark  -  Application to fell one plum tree in a conservation area  -  granted.

(b) 15/02485/FUL, Lodge Farm, Aldwark  -  Demolition of single storey rear extension and construction of two-storey rear extension  -  granted.
16/11  PORTFOLIO RESPONSIBILITIES

(a) Aldwark play area – nothing to report.  SS asked to instruct Geoff Hancock to continue with grass cutting in Aldwark as last year.
(b) Roads, pavements and grass verges  -  AF to contact Amy Ellis at Highways regarding the significant number of dangerous pot holes in the parish.  CS to raise also with Peter Sowray.
(c) Public communications  -  GB keeping the parish website up to date.

(b) The following payments were agreed: YLCA membership £119; Clerks expenses £22.46.  CS confirmed the £35 direct debit presented on 22 January was for the Information Commission (data protection act).

(a)  Cllr Ellis stated that the speed matrix sign was leased on a 3 year contract.

(c) CIL  -  a further seminar to impart knowledge on the Community Infrastructure Levy would be held in the near future.
